Humour: It is not true that married men live longer than single men, it only seems longer. Unknown.
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Announcing Bible Lessons
There are some lessons which seem to be presenting problems to members of the Church. For example on Sunday 13th August the Epistle reading was Ephesians 4:30 – 5:2. There should be nothing difficult about this, but wherever the reading goes from one chapter to another, persons seem to be in doubt about what to say.

I always tell the confirmation candidates that where they see a hyphen or dash in a bible reference it means “to”. So Ephesians 4:30 – 5:2 should be announced; Ephesians chapter 4, verse 30 TO chapter 5, verse 2.  There is nothing mysterious about this. Yet some would say Ephesians chapter 4 verse 30 to the end and chapter 5 verses 1 to 2. There is no invisible curtain in the text which prevents us from reading from one chapter to another. Some persons go so far as to say Ephesians chapter 4 verse 30 and chapter 5 verse two. The brief section between verse 30 and verse 2 of chapter 5 is omitted. 

If we saw a reading expressed in this way, Jude 10-15, what would we say? Since the Epistle of Jude has one chapter, we need not announce a chapter so that announcement would be The Epistle of Jude verses 10 to 15. 
Where the numbers are in brackets the particular section is optional and may be omitted. For example Ephesians 4:(25-29)30-5:2. This means that the bracketed numbers are not the main section of the reading and could be left out. It would be necessary to determine which passage we will read before we make the announcement. In the text itself the optional section usually has a line beside it. If we are going to read the whole passage we would have to announce, Ephesians chapter four verse 25 to chapter 5 verse 2, and not chapter 4:25 to 29 and verse 30 to chapter 5 verse 2. 
Always remember that the number before the colon is the chapter and that which follows is the verse. The number before the name of the book tells which of a certain number of books is the one being used. For instance we can have 1 Corinthians 4:(14-17) 18 - 5:2. So the announcement for the whole passage would be First Corinthians chapter 4, verse 14 to chapter 5 verse 2. If we leave out the section in brackets we may then say, 1 Corinthians chapter 4 verse 18 to chapter 5 verse 2.

Do remember that when we look at the reader’s roster and see a lesson about which there is some uncertainty, feel free to check with your clergy, the Church office or some experienced lay member.
